•  Fabric packets containing about 5 yds of fabric that can 

be used to sew a comforter top. 
• Comforter tops with strings that can be laid on a table 

to cut the strings and tie the knots. 
• Comforter kits containing a top, back, batting, and cro-

chet thread that can be put in a frame and knotted. 
• Comforters that have been knotted, but need to have 

the binding sewn.
